Physical Description 

White/Asian/Hispanic male, approximately 50 years old, 5’4” tall weighing 125 
pounds, with black hair and balding on top. He had long sideburns and mustache 
extending below the corners of his mouth.  Had a tattoo on his left arm of “MOM” 
and an anchor, a cross on the left wrist, “EXIE” on the left hand, “E+R” or “E+8” on 
left wrist.  Possible tattoo under right eye.  He was missing two teeth (#7 & #26).
